1. STATUTORY INFORMATION

PREPARATION OF CONSOLIDATED FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

The financial statements contain information about Greenray Holdings Limited as an individual
company and do not contain consolidated financial information as the parent of a group. The company
is exempt under Section 401 of the Companies Act 2006 from the requirements to prepare
consolidated financial statements as it and its subsidiary undertaking are included by full consolidation
in the consolidated financial statements of its parent, Jindal Saw Limited, Jindal Centre, 12 Bhikaiji
Cama Place, New Delhi 110066.

SIGNIFICANT JUDGEMENTS AND ESTIMATES

The preparation of the financial statements requires management to make judgements, estimates and
assumptions that affect the amounts reported. These estimates and judgements are continually
reviewed and are based on expetience and other factors, including expectations of future events that
are believed to be reasonable under the circumstances.

Key sources of estimation uncertainty

Accounting estimates and assumptions are made concerning the future and, by their nature, wili rarely
equal the related actual outcome. The key assumpiions and other sources of estimation uncertainty
that have a significant risk of causing a material adjustment fo the carrying amounts of assets and
liabilities within the next financial year are as follows:

GOING CONCERN

The company has negative relained earnings of £14,493,998 (2023: £14,474,441) and has made a
loss of £19,557 in the period. However, the company has the continued support of its ultimate parent
undertaking, Jindal Saw Limited, a company incorporated in India. The directors believe this is
sufficient for the company to continue trade for the foreseeable future. Accordingly, the accounts have

FINANCIAL INSTRUMENTS

A financial asset or a financiat liability is recognised only when the entity becomes a party to the
cordractual provisions of the instrument,

Basic financial instruments are initially recognised at the transaction price, uniess the arrangement
constitutes a financing transaction, where it is recognised at the present value of the future payments
discounted at a market rate of interest for a similar debt instrument.

Debt instruments are subsequently measured at amortised cost.

Financial assets that are measured at cost or amortised cost are reviewed for objective evidence of
impairment at the end of each reporting date. If there is objective evidence of impairment, an
impairment loss is recognised in profit or loss immediately.

For all equity instruments regardless of significance, and other financial assets that are individually
significant, these are assessed individually for impairment. Gther financial assets are either assessed
individually or grouped on the basis of simitar credit risk characteristics.

Any reversals of impairment are recognised in profit or loss immediately, to the extent that the reversal
does not result in a carrying amount of the financial asset that exceeds what the carrying amount
would have been had the impairment not previously been recognised.

Financial liabilities and equity instruments are classified according to the substance of the contractual
arrangements entered into. An equity instrument is any contract that evidences a residual interest in
the assets of the entity after deducting all of its financial liabilities.

Where the contractual obligations of financial instruments (including share capital) are equivalent to a
similar debt instrument, those financial instruments are classed as financial liabilities, Financial
liabilities are presented as such in the balance sheet. Finance costs and gains or losses relating to
financial liabilities are included in the profit and loss account. Finance costs are calculated so as to
produce a constant rate of return cn the outstanding liability.

Where the contractual terms of share capital do not have any terms meeling the definition of a
financial liability then this is classed as an equity instrument. Dividends and distributions relating to
equity instruments are debited direct to equity.

INVESTMENTS

Fixed asset invesiments are initially recorded at cost, and subsequently stated al cost less any
accumulated impairment losses.
