Subject: Capacity Enhancement of Existing Pellet Plant from 1.2 MTPA to 1.5 MTPA by M/s
Jindal Saw Ltd., located at Pur, Tehsil and District Bhilwara, Rajasthan under clause
7(ii) EIA Notification - Environment Clearance regarding.

Sir,

This has reference to your online application No. IA/RJ/IND/60496/2016 dated 29t November,
2016 along with copies of EIA/EMP report seeking environmental clearance under the provisions of
clause 7(ii) of EIA Notification, 2006 for the project mentioned above. The ToRs to the project were
prescribed by the Ministry vide letter of even number dated 07.04.2015. The proposed project activity is
listed at S.No. 3(b) in Metallurgical Industries (ferrous and non-ferrous) under Category ‘A’ of the
Schedule of EIA Notification, 2006.

2.0 M/s Jindal Saw Ltd. has obtained Environmental Clearance for the installed and commissioned
1.2 MTPA pellet plant at Village Pur, Dist.Bhilwara, Rajasthan from this Ministry vide dated 231
September 2016 in compliance to the NGT order pertains to regularisation of then the existing and
installed pellet plant. It is also decided that the PP apply afresh for the expansion of the pellet plant as
per the requirement. Accordingly, the PP has applied online for expansion of the pellet plant afresh,
vide aforesaid proposal, under clause 7(ii) of EIA Notification, for expansion of the existing pellet plant
capacity from 1.2 MTPA to 1.5 MTPA by increasing the operating days from 300 days to 330 days.

3.0 The existing plant is located in 40.76 acres land. No additional land is required for the expansion
project. ,

40  The topography of the area is flat and reported to lies between the Latitude 250 28’ 56.32" to 250
19' 13.7” N and Longitude 740 32' 16.07" to 740 33' 29.93" E and located at an elevation of 440m

AMSL.

5.0 No national park/wildlife sanctuary/biosphere reserveltiger reservefelephant reserve etc. are
reported to be located within the 10 km from the boundary of the project. No Defence Installation/
Historical Monuments/ Archaeological/ ports in 10 Km radius and the project is located area also does
not report to form corridor for Schedule- fauna.

6.0 The targeted capacity is 1.5 MTPA of pellets, with decrease of the specific consumption of
magnetite ore which is less than the hematite ore and increase of operational working days from 300 to
330.
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7.0 The water requirement for the existing plant is 250 KLD. The PP will use treated sewage water ‘
from Bhilwara Town. No fresh Water will be used for the project. 14 KLD of ground water is used for
domestic purpose including drinking purpose. No additional water will be required for the proposed
expansion. The power requirement of the existing project is estimated as 5.6 MW which is obtained
from grid. No additional power is required for capacity enhancement.

8.0  Ambient air quality monitoring has been carried out at 8 locations during October 2014 to
December 2014 and the data submitted in EIA Report prepared by NABET Accredited EIA Consultant
(EMTRC Consuiltants Pvt Ltd., Delhi) indicated: PM10 (44 pg/m3 to 68 ug/m3), PM 2.5 (15 ug/m3 to 29
Hg/m3), SO2(4.0 ug/m3 to 8.8 pig/m3) and NO2(9.0 Hg/m3 to 21.8 ug/m3). The results of the modeling
study indicate that the maximum increase of GLC for the proposed project is 4.9 pg/m3 with respect to
the PM10, 14.4 ug/m3 with respect to the SO2 and 7.7 Hg/m3 with respect to the NOx.

9.0 It has been reported that 2000 tons/month dust from ESP and Bag Filters shall be reused for
pellet making. It has been envisaged that an area of 13.5 acres (33% of 40.76 acres) is under greenery
development to attenuate the noise levels and trap the dust generated due to the project development
activities.

10. The Public Hearing for the project was held on 19.01.2016 combined with the proposed
Integrated Steel Plant and Installed & Commissioned 1.5 MTPA Pellet Plant (1.2 MTPA existing + 0.3
MTPA expansion), under the chairmanship of ADM. The issues raised during public hearing are related
to employment in the project and infrastructure development in nearby villages.

11.0  The capital cost of the existing Pellet Plant project is Rs. 324.27 Crores and the capital cost for
environmental protection measures is proposed as Rs 15 crores. The annual recurring cost towards the
environmental protection measures is proposed as Rs. 40 Lakhs. No additional capital cost is
envisaged for capacity enhancement,

120 The proposal was considered in the 14t meeting of Expert Appraisal Committee (Industry-1)
held during 22nd-231 December 2016. Based on the presentation made and discussions held, the
Committee recommended the environment clearance for capacity expansion from 1.2 MTPA to 1.5
MTPA under clause 7(ii) of EIA Notification, 2006, as amended subject to strict compliance the specific
conditions as below along with general conditions prescribed in the Environmental Clearance issued to
PP vide J-11011/371/2014-IA 11(1) dated 234 September 2018.
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v.  ‘Zero' effluent discharge shall be strictly followed and no wastewater sh'aII be discharged
outside the premises.

vi.  Regular monitoring of influent and effluent surface, sub-surface and ground water shall be
ensured and treated wastewater shall meet the norms prescribed by the State Pollution Control
Board or described under the Environment (Protection) Act whichever are more stringent.

vii.  Proper handling, storage, utilization and disposal of all the solid waste shall be ensured and |
regular report regarding toxic metal content in the waste material and its composition, end use
of solid/hazardous waste shall be submitted to the Ministry'’s Regional Office, SPCB and

CPCB.

viil. A time bound action plan shall be submitted to reduce solid waste generated due to the project
related activity, its proper utilization and disposal.

ix. A Risk and Disaster Management Plan shall be prepared and a copy submitted to the Ministry's
Regional Office, SPCB and CPCB within 3 months of issue of environment clearance letter.

xvi.  Provision shall be made for the housing of construction labour within the site with all necessary
infrastructure and facilities mandatorily such as LPG for cooking, mobile toilets, mobile STP,
Safe drinking water, medical health care, créche etc. The housing may be in the form of
temporary structures to be removed after the completion of the project.

11.0  The Ministry may revoke or suspend the clearance, if implementation of any of the above
conditions is not satisfactory.

12.0  The Ministry reserves the right to stipulate additional conditions if found necessary. The
Company in a time bound manner shall implement these conditions.

13.0  The above conditions shall be enforced, inter-alia under the provisions of the Water (Prevention
& Control of Pollution) Act, 1974, the Air (Prevention & Control of Pollution) Act, 1981, the Environment
(Protection) Act, 1986, Hazardous and Other Wastes (Management and Transboundary Movement)
Rules, 2016 and the Public Liability and Insurance Act, 1991 along with their amendments and rules.
